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The dean of instruction will be responsible for assuring that the faculty member will meet one of
the following criteria to be eligible to teach a college level course:

(1)  Vocational certification in the discipline.
(2) Master's degree from an accredited institution in the discipline.

(3)  Master's degree from an accredited institution with 45 semester hours in the
discipline, at least 18 of which are graduate hours.

In extraordinary circumstances, the dean of instruction in consultation with the appropriate
division chair may approve an individual with a minimum of 30 semester hours in the discipline
or exceptional experience to teach a college level course.
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
